Issue:
The project for ADA compliance and Landscaping went to mediation.

Discussion:

The project began in early 2018 and has been constantly hampered by weather and rejection
of concrete components. Based on the status and the AlA contract, mediation was proposed
by our counsel, Rinke Noonan, and the counsel of Splitrock Landscaping, the general
contractor. The mediator was able to get each side to an agreeable solution providing the
board approves.

The solution is for the county to pay an additional $10,000.00 to the funds already paid to
Splitrock and they will ‘walk away’. Based on the project budget and spending to date, we
believe we can complete the project within budget from the original CIP amount.

Nobles County’s policy allows for letters of recommendation for candidate
reappointment. Discussion was held regarding whether this had been done in the past
and reasons why or why not the board should submit a letter. Jim Buschena made a
motion to approve the letter of support. Harvey Kruger seconded this. In favor:
Buschena, Kruger, Leinen. Opposed: Rasche. Abstain: Ewert. Motion carried.

HLWD Project 6 Redetermination of Benefits (ROB)

Following the November meeting, a list of questions about the ROB process was
developed. Gary Ewert spoke with Ron Ringquist regarding the questions. Jan Voit sent
them to Louis Smith, HLWD legal counsel. The answers to the questions were
distributed to managers in the meeting packet.

Gary Ewert explained that the ROB gives the county auditor the opportunity to assess
benefits at the current rate. ROBs are sometimes done on a county-wide basis because
the auditor wants the updated figures. Ongoing repairs might trigger an ROB. An
improvement is a separate issue.

Wayne Rasche asked what percent determines a valuation change. Gary Ewert
explained that the valuation of the system has already changed because of the time
passed from when it was installed until now. Property values change and assessments
assigned at the time the ditch was installed are no longer accurate at current economic
values.















tree removal. If the MCC grant is awarded, it is a project on which they could work. The
board was informed that volunteers are willing to remove the trees.

Harvey Kruger asked about the vendor for the cover crop winter workshop. Arnt Aerial
